I trust that everyone had a great and refreshing break last week.  It is great to be back and I am looking forward 
to some new things we will be doing. 
 
Math – Grade 4s will be working on reviewing simple multiplication facts and ensuring that students grasp the 
concepts of multiplication.  Grade 3s will be using estimation to add and subtract.  
 
LA –Our unit #20 test will be on Thursday, February 18th.  The spelling unit work will be due on Thursday.  
Students will have time in class today and tomorrow to finish their work.   This week we will be learning how to 
take notes.  We will be working on writing and taking notes everyday for the next 2-3 weeks.  This is the 
beginning of our paragraph unit.  Students will need several notebooks.  If your child needs one, I will write it in 
your child’s agenda. 
 
Science – We will be examining rollers and then wheels.  We will also compare the two types of simple machines. 
 
Social Studies – The take home test for Chapter 4 is due on Thursday, February 18th.  This week we will begin 
chapter 5, New Roots for Alberta.  We will examine what drew people to Alberta and begin looking at the fur 
trade.  Reminder – SS project is due on Thursday, February 25th.  
 
Bible – We will be continuing to examine “Man’s Purpose is to Glorify God.”  Students will learn that we are to 
glorify God with our lives.  They will learn ways to glorify God. 
 
Health – We will be having a chapter/unit test on Monday, February 22nd.   
 
Hundredth Day – The 100th day of school will be tomorrow, Wednesday, February 17th.  We will be doing some 
fun activities during our second block during our math class.  Students should wear 100 things to school on that 
day.  In addition, we will have a small party at the end of the day to celebrate.  We will play games and have a 
snack.

I hope that you had a week of rest and relaxation and that God has blessed you during this short break.  

LA: This week the students will continue focusing on various research skills. The students will be reviewing note 
taking skills from non-fiction pieces of text, and working on applying those skills in a contextual setting. The 
students will also be working on reading comprehension and narrative writing. 
 
Spelling: The students will have a spelling test on Wednesday of this week for lesson 21. The students will be 
asked to work on lesson 22 after this. The Grade 5 students will have words with a theme of fish and the Grade 6 
students will have words with a table tennis theme. 
 
Math:  Both classes are continuing to work on word problems. Now that the students have finished their teaching 
assignment, they will be looking at a variety of word problems. These can be quite difficult, so please encourage 
your child to read the problem several times and figure out what the question is asking. Once this step is 



completed, students should underline the important words or phrases in the problem.  Students should then look 
up any words they don’t know and figure out what operation (addition, subtraction, multiplication or division) to 
use.  The students will also be continuing to work with decimal numbers in various operational settings. 
  
Social Studies:   We will continue moving forward through the new unit of democracy in the Iroquois 
Confederacy.  This unit is much like the previous one, in that the students will look at this early form of 
democracy and compare it to the present-day system of democracy that we use in Canada. The students are using 
practical examples and ideas to help them understand this topic. 
 
Science:  We are continuing our unit on Air and Aerodynamics. The students will continue to learn about air as a 
substance. So far we have worked on the idea that air has substance, can expand and contract and can affect other 
things. This week the students will learn about different gasses that are present in air.  The students will also 
learn how to help overcome and reduce these forces. As we are nearing the end of this unit, the students should 
start preparing for a unit test in this topic.
